To install WinLogger on your computer , insert the CD containing the program, in the suitable disk

-  Choose the installation path, by default: C: \ Program Files \ WINLOGGER 4.0  

-  Click on next until the installation copy process begins.  

 

The insta llation program creates  the various directories , from the desktop shortcut to the  

configuration files, as well as the various necessary drivers.  

 

Once the installation is complete , to  open WinLogger, click the start menu , then on [ Programs ] 

and select the program [ WinLogger  4.0 ].

WinLogger can duplicate the recorded files in order to make an automatic back -up.  

For examp le, you can c hoose to duplicate the recorded files on a network folder  in case of failure

Channel creation

>  Click on the  button and enter a new name for the new channel, for example FM RADIO 

and validate with ok  

 
> In the channel configuration menu, select Audio Input Channels tab, s elect the desired audio 

record devices to u se by selecting it the Audio input devices drop down menu below  (1)  

> Select if the  channel  is in Stereo  or in Mono ( 2)  

> Select if the recoding format for this channel (3)

WinLogger can manage up to 4 samples  simultaneously i n stereo and/or mono. It all depends on 

the type and the number of sound cards used. The following table indicates the number of sound 

cards either LCM or PCX to be used for various solutions:  

 

The recording modules control the ingest hardware like audio acquisition sound cards, video 

acquisition cards, tuners, etcé In an ideal setup these modules are installed on large storage 

servers with full user right access control.   
 

WDM Recorder Module  

This module controls all audio ingest hardware and can manage and save up to 32 channels.  

Possible ingest formats:  

- WAV/PCM 16 bits mono & stereo  

Á 8000 Hz  

Á 11025 Hz,  

Á 22050 Hz,  

Á 32000 Hz  

Á 44100 Hz,  

Á 48000 Hz  

Advantage: Non compressed formats are universal and can be used on any platform.  

 

- MP2 (mpeg I layer 2) / MP3 (mpeg I layer 3)  

Á 32 kbps mono  

Á 64 kbps mono/stereo  

Á 128 kbps mono/stereo  

Á 256 kbps stereo  

Á 392 kbps stereo  
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Advantage: Broadcast quality format, ISO, robust (made of individual sections) and can be used 

on an y platform.  

 

We note that according to the mode and the frequency, some  configurations  are not available, 

due to the great difference between the frequency and the flow. For a measuring rod for 

authority regulation, it is preferable to use a frequency base s for a low flow.  

 

 

Then , the  software will configure  the recording interface  
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Recording Parameters  

 

Once the recording quality is set , select  the number of days you  want the record to be saved 

(lifetime) . To do  so, use the vertical arrows  under [a number of days], to increase or decrease 

(default  value is 90 days ).

Selection of quality:  

The quality of recording will determine the size necessary on your hard disk. Lower quality of the 

recording will take less  disk space ,. For a high quality recording  (rebroadcasting) , we recommend 

you to use  at least  stereo 256 kbps , for an average quality (archiving) use 64 mono kbps.  

 

Number  of days :  

This parameter has an important impact on the disk space required  for the r ecordings  Many  

authorities of audio -visual regulation impose the last 30 days recording of diffusion for a radio. 

This parameter can however be modified.  

 

Template Format :  

WinLogger embeds  a module to carry out weekly schedules . To apply this format to a given 

channel, select the format in the list. To create a format, please refer to the chapter [FORMATS].  

 

Start up Button:  

To activate the recording, position this button in ON position. The diode turns r ed. To stop the 

recording, click again on this butto n.  

 

WinLogger can record with three  different mode s 

 

- Recording with format (chapter VI)  

- Non - stop  recording (Chapter VII)  

- Recording with secondary conditions (chapter X III )

FORMAT MANAGER  

 

With WinLogger , user can create formats, meaning automated weekly recording scenarios    

 

The format manager (Recording format section in the window  below ) asks  to enter a name for the 

new format.  

 

As an example, we see here how to define a format to record programs every day from 8am to 

9am:

-  Add Directory scenario: to c reate a network/local folder export action

In this template mode WinLogger records without stopping and creates a session per hour. We  

will see in this chapter how to set this mode.  

 

On the WinLogger main dock click on ñWDM Recorderò then on ñChannel Parametersò icon then 

on ñAudio Input Channelsò and follow the procedure below: 

 

1 ï Adjust the volume level  

2 ï Select the hours to record  ï The  button will select all day  

3 ï Select óNON STOP RECORDINGô format to activate continuous recording 

4 ï Choose the input device  

5 ï Select the channel to record  

6 ï Choose MONO or STEREO recording  

7 ï Optionally customize the final filename structu re  

8 ï Select the file recording format  

9 ï Apply and save the settings

Chapter XIII  ï RECORDING WITH SECONDARY CONDITIONS  
 

Secondary conditions:  

Recordings can be started and controlled 

from events other than time departures.  

 

The software will listen to command coming 

into different mode:  

 

-  Directory command: recording begin/stop 

when the program detects a command into 

the target repertory  

 

-  Files command: recording begin/stop when 

the prog ram detects a command into the 

target repertory  

 

-  RS 232 command: recording begin/stop 

when the program detects a command RS 

232 port  

 

-  Parallel command: recording begin/stop 

when the program detects a command into 

the parallel port  

 

-  UDP command: recor ding begin/stop when 

the program detects a command on a UDP 

port  

 

-  Volume detection: the recording begins 

when the program detects a modulation.
